Abstract:

The Cine Documentério Saude - Edicdo 02 extension project takes place at Goias State University - Campus
Ceres, and is composed of two main activities: training of extension monitors directed to the undergraduate
students in Nursing and the Popcorn Session, directed at the academic community and the general public and
consists of the showing of films and documentaries, followed by debate. This work results in the evaluation of
the participants in two exhibition / debate sessions. The following items were evaluated: the general
organization of activities; audiovisual resources; the theme addressed in the film; intersectorial debate and
